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Seasoning Cast Iron  
 
Are you new to cast iron?  If so, here's a quick tip:  
 
To season utensils, wash and scour with fine cleanser and steel wool. Wash and dry  
thoroughly. Rub the inside with unsalted fat or cooking oil and place on top of range on low 
heat or in oven. (250-300 degrees) for 2 to 3 hours. More fat may be added as needed. When 
finished, wipe out extra fat, wash in soap, and dry thoroughly. 
 
If not properly seasoned, cast iron pans will drip dark liquid into food. 
  

Brown Sugar Rescue 
 
There is an easy way to rescue brown sugar that has turned into a big, hard clump.  Simply 
put it in the microwave for a minute.  If it is still hard, it probably needs a few more seconds. 
  

Inexpensive DIY Weed Killer 
 
It's that time of year again.  Weeds are popping up everywhere, but store bought weed killers 
can be expensive.  Instead, try this: 

 
Mix together4 cups white vinegar1/4 cup white table salt 2 tsp. liquid dish detergent 

Put in spray bottle and adjust spray to a thin jet spray and spray directly into cracks and centre 
of dandelions and weeds. Keep off of grass and flowers. Rain will wash it away 
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
